In addition to the performance of “Huddled Masses” the day of celebration for the 125th Anniversary will include a 
gun salute, FDNY Fireboat water spout display, a presentation of "Gifts of Friendship" to a representative of the 
French government, the ceremonial 'lighting' of the new 'torch webcam' that will showcase views of NY Harbor and 
the Statue from the vantage point of Lady Liberty's torch, and will conclude with a Macy’s fireworks spectacular 
surrounding Liberty Island. 
 
The choir from the Brooklyn High School of the Arts, located in Boerum Hill in Brooklyn, is the recipient of many 
honors including the 2009 Gold Medal and 2010 Gold Medal with Distinction’ Level VI from the New York State 
School Music Association Festival, The Heritage Festival in Boston, Mass., and The National Chorale High School 
Choral Invitational, Region 8 Arts Festival.  
 
Lewis Grosso can currently be seen on Broadway in MARY POPPINS as Michael Banks. Other credits include: 
Gavroche in LES MISERABLES, Michael Darling in PETER PAN and Giovanni in a workshop production of
